6. Finance

The Treasurer distributed the latest finance report (up to 27/03/09) showing a 
balance of £552.36 in the current account and £903.22 in the reserve account.

7. Events

(a) The latest car boot was a great success with fantastic weather – the 
next car boot is on May 31st.
(b) Planning for the Car Show in August is ongoing – letters have been 
received complaining about the recently introduced entry charges. 



The Chairman has explained to exhibitors that because of rising costs to put 
the show on and that no admission charge can be made to the general public 
because of the field location, the charges are inevitable and have been kept as 
low as possible .

8. H.A.T.S

The Chairman advised that the application has been postponed pending a new 
application showing a reduction on the height of the turbines from 141 metres 
to 65metres.

Cllr Jean Yates advised that because of the close proximity to Heysham Moss, 
Lancashire County Council had issued strong objections.

Cllr Keran Farrow advised that the small wind turbine on Oxcliffe Road has 
planning application but was not working at the moment due to a mechanical 
problem

The  Chairman  has  been  asked  to  speak  at  a  Planning  Meeting  regarding 
H.A.T.S.

9. Mossgate

The  Chairman  has  attended  a  Mossgate  Board  meeting  and  circulated  the 
latest plans.

Cllr Jean Yates circulated a copy of a letter she has sent to Mr Mark Cullinan 
Chief Executive Lancaster City Council complaining

 ‘about the decision of City Council Officers not to put before members of the 
Council  to  request  to  act  as  Accountable  Body,  in  respect  of  Heysham 
Mossgate Board funding bids to Sport England and the Football Foundation, 
which will be damaging for the future of the project’.

 10. AOB

Parish Council Status for Heysham – the Chairman and committee agreed to 
leave the decision in abeyance for the time being.

Mr Wilcock advised that on a recent visit to Heysham Moss he came across 
left belongings from people camping on the site - including a couple of tents. 

Pictures  from  Heysham  Moss  showing  the  left  rubbish  are  featured  on 
www.heyshamonline.co.uk to make people aware and be aware of possible 
damage that might be inflicted on this important site.

Cllr Jean Yates advised that the budget to control the weeds in the local area is 
to be increased to £20K.
